Are you able to confirm whether Train Running is also being 
addressed within the feasibility study? This sport is growing 
in great strides so to include it now could significantly 
increase the value and opportunities resulting from this study. 
 

CoH: The above MTB feasibility study has been motivated and initiated to address a particular 
management challenge regarding cycling and in particular MTB cycling within the COH WHS. It is 
the intention of the project to focus on the provision of sustainable dedicated MTB trails and the 
ToR and proposals were drafted and adjudicated with the above focus in mind. In view of the 
above, trail running has not been made provision for and is not considered at this point in time. It 
is further my understanding that ñtrail runningò requires fairly rough foot paths with constant 
elevation and direction changes including rocks, steps, and other obstacles on the trail that could 
easily be negotiated on foot, but that would be impossible to include in a beginner/intermediate 
MTB trail. 
 
I can see that ñtrail runnersò may be interested in this project, but the design of a multi use trail 

(cycling, hiking, trail running and horse riding) including signage, rules of the road, management 

challenges etc are way beyond the scope of this project.

The way I understand it is that all event permissions have to 
go through the management authority. This has never 
happened and it is a free for all. I called Hein once about this 
and his response was that they do not have the capacity to 
deal with this. 
 
Quad and off road motorbikes 
If the proposed routes were to be implemented , Quad bikes 
and off road bikes will use this route and how will they 
be stopped, as this could be considered legal (as it is off 
road), and even if it were illegal , how would they be stopped 
considering law enforcement at the moment. 
The argument might be that the quads and off road 
motorbikes are unlicensed. The same argument must then 
apply to bicycles. 
 
Fire , damage to property 

 Fire is a major risk and a land owner could easily lose 
his home because of a fire. 

 Will the route only take place outside firebreak areas? 
 Who will burn and maintain firebreaks along the 

route? 
 Who will foot the bill for a fire or damage to property 

caused by mountain bikers? 
 
How are projects in the cradle defined and prioritised? 
This is a question for the Cradle management authority, but I 
would like it included in my submission? 
What makes the mountain bike project a priority above other 
projects? 
 
Is it the tourist value, bringing income into the area ect. 
It would be interesting to know what the cost of this project 
will be as a ratio of income into the area. 
Following is a few projects that I and other residents came up 
with in 15 minutes: 
 

This is 
a direct threat to the security and status of the world 
heritage site.
